To remove the under dash trim panel pull out toward driver’ s seat.

Locate the pre-arranged Perimeter Alarm control module connector
(behind the left side knee bolster support) as shown.

Plug in the connector to the control module and mount the control
module as shown.

Note: The control module bracket will be located behind the knee

bolster support.

2. Impact Sensor set up procedure. (Subaru Select Monitor required)

b. Select* System Check”

c. Select* Integ Unit”

d. Select* Customizing”

e. Select” Impact Sensor” and change to“ ON”

f. Select” Impact Sensor Setup” and change to* ON”

3. The Impact Sensor has two levels, warning and alarm. In warning mode (light impact) the alarm will not trigger
but instead will give two horn chirps and two light flashes. This is a feature of the system and is not to be
regarded as a malfunction. Only in alarm mode (heavy impact) will be triggered. Please check that the impact

sensor is functioning by applying light & heavy shocks.

4. In the event that the vehicle’ s impact sensor is too sensitive or not sensitive enough it can be adjusted.
